life in general. Itis an interesting story.

Hurstl e remembers the first airplane he ever sa
Naples, Okl ahoma about 70 years ago. Ever since
get to the business end of being a pilot, but in 1947, after WWII and a stint in the Navy, he got his

private license and then his commercial in 1949. He learned to fly at Nichols field, which was lo-

cated on Nevada, about where the power plane is, in a 65 HP Champ. Another fellow who was
learning to fly there was Bruce McCombs. After Hurstle got his license he took a job at Maytag
Aviation, an FBO, as a line boy. The pay was $150 a month, but it included one hour of flying

each day. He got time in a Chief, Stinson, Stearman and Bonanza. It was great.

In 1951 he went to work with the Colorado Springs fire department. They had 65 firefighters
then; now they have over 300. He worked at that for exactly 34 years, one month and 7 days, re-
tiring in 1985 as a Captain. The city grew from 35,000 to now almost 400,000. There have been
lots of changes in the city, the fire department and the technology of firefighting. Back then in a
smoky fire a fella tied a rope around himself and used situational awareness to find his way out
and the breathing apparatus was your lungs. It provided some real excitement from time to time.
Hurstle enjoyed the job a lot.

Like most of us, marriage and a family took over as priorities and flying was put aside. He con-

tented himself with flying model aircraft. He had Bruce paint them for him. Hurstle and Bruce

spent a | ot of time in 665 in Bruceds old picku
